Spirituality of Change Message: We are in communion with the Father, Son, and Holy Spirit; they accompany us throughout our journey. 

Are we aware of this communion as we go about the day? Can you imagine the Trinity accompanying you throughout your activities? It’s true, God is more intimate to us than we are to ourselves as St. Augustine tells us. The question is, How often do we think of God’s abiding presence, God’s accompanying us on our journey? Stop and remember that Emmanuel is with us.
